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ACEH to Sponsor Tulipanes
Film in Honor of Gary Pepe:
See “Escuela” on September 12

The Alliance for Cultural and Ethnic Harmony, with the Gary Pepe Memorial
Fund, is sponsoring a film at the 9 annual Tulipanes Latino Art and Film
Festival to honor the late ACEH president, who died suddenly in May 2005.

“Escuela” (School) will be shown at 5:20 pm, Saturday, September 12,
at the Knickerbocker Theatre in downtown Holland. The 53-minute film is
in Spanish and English, with subtitles. Like all Tulipanes events, it is free.

“Escuela,” is a documentary produced by Hannah Weyer and is a sequel to
her film,” La Boda” (The Wedding), which was previously shown at
Tulipanes. Of the 800,000 students enrolled in U.S. migrant education
programs, only 45 to 50 percent finish high school. “Escuela” is a “clear-
eyed view into the lives of contemporary Mexican American migrants and
their struggles to educate their children while obtaining employment.”
Centered around Liliana as she enters high school, the film follows the
back-and-forth movement of her family between their home in Texas and
the California agricultural fields, and the impact on the young woman.

Gary Pepe was a social worker for Allegan County Mental Health, and
earlier for Child and Family Services; he had been a community mediator, a
member of the Migrant Resource Council, and a worker with teens at the
Ottawa Family Court. He was a 1993 graduate of Hope College, a voice for
justice, a political activist and humanitarian. Gary had spent time in Latin
America, and loved movies, especially those about other cultures.
